Monumental Task

«+ Your class has been selected to build a new monument honoring an event or individual who has
made an impact on your community.

- This activity is designed to encourage collaboration as a class.

Steps

1. Before you begin this activity with students, read aloud a book about an individual
who has made a difference in their community (see the recommended booklist included
in this packet).

2. With your students, explore the history of a street name, building, and/or monument in
your community.

3. In partners or groups, have students build a monument using only straws/sticks and tape.

4. After the monument is physically built, have students work together to craft a name,
description, and purpose for the monument.
